MEASURING: There is no VMO scheduled to be at this event. Dogs without a height card (permanent OR
temporary) must be measured by the judge before running. Keep in mind his primary task is to judge so if your dog
needs to be measured, please allow ample time before your run. The measurement will be valid for the weekend only.

The site will NOT be available for general exhibitor set up on Thursday.

WORKERS: PLEASE consider signing up to work in advance of the event. A link to the worker signup has been
posted on the JPAWS website.

We will be using an app called Agility Gate for this event. The code for this event is 53562 (the Zip code for CSZ).

Official results will be posted in a binder
after the judge has signed off on them. PLEASE do not congregate around the display or binder. If you have a smart

DIRECTIONS:
From the North: Take the US-12 south toward Madison. Take the Airport Rd exit (EXIT 250) toward Century
Ave/County Hwy M. Turn left onto Airport Rd. Turn right onto Laura Ln. Continue to 3036 Laura Ln on the right.

From the South: 1-90 W toward Rockford/ 1-294 N/Milwaukee. Merge onto US-12 W/Beltline Hwy W via EXIT
142A on the left toward Madison. Take the Airport Rd exit (EXIT 250) toward Century Ave/County Hwy M. Turn
right onto Century Ave. Turn right onto Laura Ln. Continue to 3036 Laura Ln on the right.

From the East: From Milwaukee take 1-94 West. Keep left to take WI-30 toward

Madison/Janesville. Merge onto US-12 W/W Beltline Hwy W via EXIT 142A toward Madison. Take the Airport Rd
exit (EXIT 250) toward Century Ave/County Hwy M. Turn right onto Century Ave. Turn right onto Laura Ln.
Continue to 3036 Laura Ln on the right.
